General Lab Guidelines

· Maintain a lab copy and include the following things in ordered form.

1. Aim of the practical, it can be specific other than prescribed lab manual.

2. Chemical, solution, and instrument requirement in table form.

3. Flow diagram of entire process.

4. Incomplete experiment should be also mentioned. 

5. Observation and result 

6. Discussion and conclusion

7. Precaution

8. Step modification: it will be highly appreciable that you work on modification of step. Purpose of the step modification should be minimize the time of experiment or make it more economic feasible. 
9. Reference 

· Points to remember

1. Aim and step to be followed (Broadly) 

2. Proper labeling on the glass and plastic wares 

3. Learn the calculation as discussed in the class

4. No grouping near instrument

5. No eatables and drinkables are allowed, including water 

6. Always wear lab coat

7. Point 4-6 should be followed strictly. In case of any indiscipline you will be marked zero for that day. 

· Common sense 

1. Show respect to your class mates, lab persons and instruments.

2. If you see someone doing something unsafe and/or hazardous, stop them and remind them of the correct way to proceed.
3. In case of any injuries or mishappening to the people or instrument, immediately report to teacher. 

4. If you have confusion regarding the experiment asks to your teacher.
